Letter from our Treasurer

As another year is well underway for the Colony Woods Homes Association, I want to thank
all of the people involved in the various committees that make Colony Woods function and
continue to be a desirable place to live. Most residents would be surprised at how much
effort is involved. This year we have 5 members on the Board of Directors and several new
members of the various committees. Special thanks go to Kevin Sanders, President, Jane
Williams, Secretary, Linda Brisson, Director, and Greg Conway, Director as all of these
people have stepped down after serving two or more years on the Board of Directors. Both
Kevin and Greg will now serve on the Pool Committee. Marilyn Ewing and I will serve on
the Board for another year in an effort to provide some continuity.

The Board of Directors passed the 2009 budget and the 2009 dues are $390. This was a $5
increase from this year. A copy of the 2009 budget is part of this newsletter so you can see
where your money goes. Last year the pool required major repairs as several things just
wore out after 30 years. The major non-reoccurring expense for 2009 will be replacing the
interior and exterior retaining walls of the pool property. The wood ties have rotted and will
be replaced with stackable stone retaining walls. The current Board of Directors has voted
to dip into our pool sinking fund and do both walls this year, even though only the exterior
wall was in the budget. This decision was made because doing the walls this year will cost
$17,921 compared to bids received in 2007 that would have cost almost $27,000. The work
could start as early as March 27. Another issue at the pool is that a new Federal Act requires
that all swimming pools are retrofitted with drainage systems that prevent a swimmer being
held underwater due to suction from a drain. The Pool Committee is making arrangements
to comply with this new law. No major pool expenses are anticipated for next year and the
plan is to start rebuilding the pool sinking fund in the next budget.

Also, in 2008, a lawsuit against Colony Woods challenging the Homes Association’s right to
enforce decisions of the Architectural Committee was resolved after 3 years of legal wran-
gling. The homeowner involved gets to keep their non-conforming roof due to a technical-
ity; but the Colony Woods’ right to enforce decisions by the Architectural Committee has
been upheld and no other properties are believed to be protected by the technicality. The
current Board of Directors and the Architectural Committee are investigating enforcement
options to deal with the two homeowners who decided to install non-confirming roofs prior
to completion of the lawsuit. The lawsuit that was resolved started before I was on the
Board, but my best estimate is that about $12,000 was spent over 3 years, or about $15 per
home per year. Hopefully the new Board can reach an agreement with the two non-
conforming homeowners that avoids any more lawsuits and minimizes expenditures of dues
for legal fees while maintaining the value of our homes.

Our current 5 year contract with Deffenbaugh Disposal Service expires July 1, but is auto-
matically renewed if neither the Homes Association nor Deffenbaugh declines the renewal
by May 1. I will contact their competitors for bids in April. If anybody has any feedback or
suggestions concerning trash removal, they will be appreciated. We currently pay Def-
fenbaugh $12.15 per household per month and the current contact allows them to increase
rates 4% per year. Something that I will check out, but have little hope of changing, is that
Deffenbaugh intends to stop taking yard waste at the end of this year to conserve space in
their landfill. I have been told that all of Deffenbaugh’s competitors use the Deffenbaugh
landfill, so they probably can not offer relief.
